The number of nests in Florida
has increased over the past several years as a result of increased conservation efforts and
decreased detrimental storms throughout the state. Click here to read more. Here at Delnor-
Wiggins our season was record setting! We had 42 nests on our beach with a total of 4,149
eggs. We had 3,729 turtles hatch from those eggs which is a 90% success rate!!
